Dear Friends, 
 
As you read this letter we are preparing for our season of Lent. What is Lent, anyway?  
 
The term ñLentò originally comes from the word ñlenctenò which means ñlengthening of daysò or sometimes 
is translated as ñspring.ò This is because it is the time, in the Northern Hemisphere, when the days are length-
ening. The season began as a period of fasting leading up to the Vigil Easter. Traditionally catechumens, or 
those adults who were preparing for baptism at Easter, would fast and spend days in intense preparation. For 
those that were already baptized, Lent was a period to be renewed in their faith by studying the Bible, the 
Creed and the Lordôs Prayer. 
 
Although it was originally only a two-day period of preparation, Lent became a three-week preparatory period 
in the middle of the fourth century and then this was further expanded into six-weeks, or forty days. By the end 
of the fifth century, there was a desire to exclude Sundays from Lent since Sundays are always celebrated as 
feasts of Jesusôs Resurrection. Thus Lent begins not on Sunday, but on Ash Wednesday. (And for those that 
ñgive upò things for Lent, Sundays can be a rest from the fast.) 
 
The current practice of forty days of Lent recall Jesusô forty-day fast in the wilderness after his Baptism 
(Matthew 4:2, Luke 4:1-2) as well as Mosesô forty-day fast on Mount Sinai (Exodus 34:28). 
 
Fast Fun Facts about Lent: 

¶ The appointed liturgical color for Lent is purple because purple has long been associated with royalty. In 
this case, Christ reigns from a cross. 

¶ Currently, the ancient understanding of Lent as both a time for baptismal preparation and baptismal renew-
al is being rediscovered in Lutheran rites and practice. Many congregations hold mid-week services during 
Lent and a baptismal renewal theme is particularly appropriate for these. 

Many congregations refrain from speaking or singing the word ñalleluiaò during Lent. ñBuryingò the alleluia 
occurs at the conclusion of worship on Transfiguration Sunday (the Sunday before Lent begins) and it is re-
stored at either the Vigil of Easter or Easter Sunday. A Lenten acclamation replaces the alleluia verse in prepa-
ration for hearing the Gospel (Return to the Lord your God is the refrain we sing at Immanuel) 
 
We hope you will join us for our mid-week Lenten services. Our ELCA mutual ministry congregations of Im-
manuel, Advent, Faith, St. John and Trinity will each take a turn hosting a Lenten service in our respective 
places of worship. We will begin with a pot luck at 6pm and then have Holden Evening prayer worship at 7pm. 
Our theme this Lent is ñWomen of the Bible,ò so we may dive deeper into study of these faith leaders.  

Immanuel will kick off the rotation on Wednesday, March 1. Please plan to join us and see the rest of the 
newsletter for the full rotation and your weekly announcements. We will do our best to provide a livestream of 
the service and/or recording of the service at each place.

With our new envelope system this year, we are supplying envelopes just to be used for your 

weekly Lenten offering.  These envelopes can be found in the pew racks, in the envelope boxes 

in Memorial Hall and at the Washington Street entrance and in the office.   These will be avail-

able through Palm Sunday and can be deposited in the collection baskets on Sunday or put in 

the lock box outside the office. 

Their History:  (From their website) 

In 2014, county human services and community advocacy leaders sought to address a regional 

need for a more comprehensive response to child abuse allegations. Case after case, families were 

referred to out-of-county agencies to meet investigative needs, and children and communities were 

paying the price. It was through the innovative joint efforts of these leaders that the Lakeshore Re-

gional Child Advocacy Center initiative was born. 

In early 2015, the forensic interviewing specialist position was created and continues to be jointly 

funded by the three counties. Through this program, hundreds of children and their families have 

already benefited from the multi-disciplinary approach to child abuse investigations. These chil-

dren are now able to engage in the investigative process without traveling long distances, which 

would often only increase the hardship that an investigation imposes on a family. 

As this initiative has gained momentum, one fact has stood out: our county and community leaders 

share an enduring commitment to address child abuse head-on, as a united front. As each day 

passes, more passionate individuals have joined the movement and share the ardent desire to help 

children and families in what could be their most challenging time. We are all here to foster 

strength, resiliency, and hope. 

Their Vision :  A community partnership that promotes resiliency 

by providing every child and family with access to a compre-

hensive, trauma-informed response to child abuse. 

Their Mission :  To be a trauma-informed environment where 

partners collaboratively investigate child abuse, families receive 

support and advocacy, and most importantly, the childõs words 

are always heard.
